GET TO KNOW US

What Time Are The Worship Services?  

We currently have one Sunday Worship service:  10:45am - Our music is led by a blend of piano, guitar driven band, with 

drums and a few horns.  A variety of praise choruses, hymns, and special music will be shared. This service is casual or 

semi-formal - in our service, dress is not what we find important. The atmosphere is casual, comfortable and Christ-

centered.  Lead Pastor Dave Pullen will share a relevant Bible-based message.  For those carrying electronic devices to 

use for Bible reading or note-taking, we also have free Wi-Fi.  We use a large screen at the front of the platform to assist 

with the reading of Bible verses, words to sing by, or simply watching a video clip relevant to the service that particular 

day. Family Worship is usually on the first Sunday of each month. Youth and Children’s participation will occur during 

this worship service. A Bible-based message dealing with the needs of any person or family will occur.  Normally on each 

first Sunday, following this Family Worship service, we host First Family Luncheon…The best part…it’s free!   

   

Where Do I Park?  

We have a large parking lot and our building has many doors.  Our front yard is also used when needed.   

   

Where Do I Start?  

At the Main driveway is where the Foyer is located.  This is where you will find our greeters who can help you with 

anything related to TFC.  You will be both welcomed and made to probably feel like you are in a warm family 

atmosphere.   

   

What Do I Do With My Kids?  

TFC Kidz offers fun and learning activities from birth through sixth grade during the Worship Service.  If you would like 

your child to participate, please plan to arrive approximately 15 minutes prior to the start time to get your child checked 

in and allow time for you to get to your seat.  One of our First Impression volunteers will assist you to the Kidz location 

into the upstairs of our gymnasium building next to the Foyer. The nursery and toddler rooms are located in the 300 

hallway just off of the Main Foyer. Birth through age 12 have activities on Wednesday night with TFC Kidz beginning at 

6:30.  Our Teens meet in the Lion’s Den on Wednesday’s from 7:00pm – 8:00 pm (Sunday at 9:45 am) in rooms 207-208.  

They are having an incredible time together on site, as well as, when they take planned supervised trips off campus.
